“Skuthropos” is the Greek word here, and it means “To Have a Gloomy F Expression;”

they were sad, in other words, and it showed on their countenance.

John 5:24 "' Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life,
and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life”

3) They Were S

Matt 17:22-23 “22 And while they were gathering together in Galilee, Jesus said to them, ‘The Son of Man
is going to be delivered into the hands of men; 23 and they will kill Him, and He will be raised
on the third day.’...”

It is not uncommon for sorrowful and depressed people to act this way; they nurture their depression
and they refuse to see the b S .

2 Tim 3:16 “All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training
in righteousness”

ord that can help us get it inside of us.
