Question = Why Does God Insist That We Honor Him and That We Continue to Treat Him With Reverence
and Respect?
Answer = Because if We Don’t Have an Appropriate Amount of Reverence and Respect for God, We Will
Not See Ourselves as A to God and Sin Will Increase

Prov 9:7 “He who corrects a scoffer gets shame for himself, and he who rebukes a wicked man only harms
himself” (NKJV)

Acts 10:43 ""Of Him all the prophets bear witness that through His name everyone who believes in Him receives
forgiveness of sins”
